· Antibiotics (Oral: Levaquin, Cipro, Flagyl, Amoxicillin, Bactrim, Biaxin, Zithromax, 

Injectable: Rocephin, Vancomycin, Ampicillin, Clindamycin, etc.)

· Anti-diarrheal – Loperamide 

· Particulate matter masks/TB masks/N95

· Medium and large sterile & non-sterile (exam) gloves

· Povidone-Iodine swabsticks

· Non-adherent wound dressings & Surgicel (absorbable hemostat)
· Steri-strips & Dermabond & Suture – from 0-0 to 4-0 (Ethilon, Prolene or Vicryl)
